RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR THE RESERVATION AND USE OF THE HIGH PLAINS COMMUNITY CENTER PAVILION AREAS 
1. Cars are not allowed in the pavilion area except for necessary loading or unloading of supplies. Cars must be kept off the open field areas. The only place cars are permitted to park (for the back pavilion) is along the tree line on the right side.

2. All beverages must be in cans or paper and plastic containers. Glass containers are not allowed.
3. All fires and cooking must be confined to portable grills under the pavilion. No open fires will be allowed.

4. The picnic area for the Back Pavilion is defined as…..the pavilion, portable restrooms, dumpster usage for garbage and picnic tables. A ball field must be requested separately when making the reservation. The picnic area for the Fairgrounds Pavilion is defined as….the pavilion, picnic tables and dumpster usage for garbage. The Fairgrounds field area must be requested separately when making the reservation.
5. A security deposit is required when booking the use of the pavilions. If there is no damage or broken equipment and the key for the dumpster is returned with no damage to it, the security deposit will be returned in full. If there is any extensive damage, an additional charge will be assessed for the damage upon review by the Park and Recreation Department. 
BACK PAVILION - $150 (Security) + $150 (Rental fee) = $300
FAIRGROUNDS PAVILION - $300 (Security) + $300 (Rental fee) = $600
(Please write separate checks for security deposits and rental fees)

(Security deposits also include the distribution of a key to open up dumpster for garbage clean-up at the end of the event/picnic. If the key is not returned or damaged, you will lose your security deposit. If the key is handed in on time and there is no damage to the pavilions, or no broken equipment, the security deposit will be returned in full.)
Money received for these rentals will be put into a revolving fund which will be used for improvements and upgrades to the pavilion.

6. The High Plains Pavilion area officially closes at sundown, unless extended hours are approved.
7.    It is understood that all residents are entitled to reserve this area only once per season (April-October) 
      and rain dates are not allowed in advance. Should a date be rained out, another application may be    

      submitted during that season.

8.   Alcohol is permitted upon receiving a permit from the Orange Police Department, 
      (at least one week in advance). Under no circumstances is alcohol permitted outside the immediate  

      pavilion area.
9.   If food will be served or prepared by a food service operation or vendor, an   

      application needs to be filled out not less than fourteen (14) calendar days prior 
      to the date of the event/picnic. Please read attached letter from the Orange 
      Health Department for more information.

10.  If you would like to use the outdoor bathrooms for your event/picnic, they need 
       to be reserved with the Public Works Department for an additional fee. For 
       more information or to reserve the outdoor bathroom facility, please call 
       (203)891-4712 or (203)891-4718.

Exceptions to the above rules and regulations may be made by the Director upon approval of the Park       and Recreation Commission.
